Introduction

1.1 This solicitation seeks bids from qualified suppliers who can provide bulk fuels to the Missouri Department of
Transportation (MoDOT). Bulk fuels can be any of the following types; Bio-diesel (B20), Diesel, Unleaded and Ethanol.

1.2 The intent of this contract is to establish an agreement with one or more suppliers, by which the best purchasing practices
and prices are achieved based on the daily Oil Price Information Service (OPIS) pricing in addition to the supplier’s margin.

1.3 MoDOT desires to establish a relationship with a supplier in which MoDOT offers high volume, consistent delivery

requirements and less overhead of personnel time. In return, the supplier accepts responsibility to provide MoDOT with a
certified mixture of Bio-diesel (B20), Diesel, Unleaded and Ethanol fuels and will consider MoDOT a primary customer.

Contract Period and Conditions

2.1 This contract shall be in place from November 1, 2010 through October 31, 2011, with two (2) one-year renewal option
periods.

a. Renewal Period - If the option for renewal is exercised by MoDOT, the contractor shall agree to all terms and
conditions of the request and all subsequent amendments. Additionally, in the event MoDOT exercises its option(s) to
renew the contract, the requirements for future months shall remain the same.

2.2 Inthe event a replacement contract is not established before the expiration of this contract or upon termination by the
department, the current Supplier will be responsible for continuing the contract under the same terms and conditions until a
new contract is in place. At no time shall this transition period be more than 90 days beyond the original expiration date of
the contract or renewal periods.

2.3 MoDOT has the right to suspend this contract in part or in its entirety within 48 hours upon any written or verbal notice for
any reason. Reasons might be due to violations of any of the following conditions, but not limited to:

= Delivery of any contaminated fuel or delivery that does not meet the bid specifications for a fuel type. A certified
laboratory approved by the State of Missouri will make the determination on fuel contamination or any fuel not
meeting specification.

= Inability to deliver product or deliver fuel per the contract.

= Supplier does not provide the correct information on invoices/delivery tickets.

= Delivery of fuel that is consistently short of the quantities ordered.

Delivery

3.1 All MoDOT District Maintenance Facilities with bulk fuel sites will obtain fuel from this contract.

3.2 MoDOT reserves the right to purchase fuel elsewhere on an emergency basis or when a supplier’s delivery requirements are
burdensome or restrictive. An emergency may be defined as, but not limited to, increased usage beyond normal deliveries,
such as during a snowstorm.

3.3 MoDOT reserves the right to close or open any delivery site or discontinue any type of fuel at anytime without penalty.

3.4 If additional types of fuel are needed at any delivery site, the supplier agrees to provide the fuel at a mutually agreed upon
price. The price must be consistent with existing margin prices for like fuels.

3.5 Ifadistrict adds additional tanks for the same type of fuel, the supplier shall provide it at the existing margin rate for that
zone.

3.6 The supplier shall deliver the requested fuel within 24 hours after receipt of order. Suppliers shall give approximate
timeline of delivery within a one (1) hour timeframe of receiving the order.

3.7 MoDOT will be responsible for providing all suppliers with contact names and phone numbers for all facilities receiving
fuel.

3.8 For all deliveries, a MoDOT representative must be:

(1) Informed of the delivery truck arrival,

(2) Afforded an opportunity to observe/confirm off-loading,

(3) Given a numbered delivery receipt to sign confirming delivered quantities, and

(4) All invoices/delivery tickets must be left in a “Fuel Mailbox” by the fuel tanks or at a MoDOT designated delivery
location in the event a MoDOT representative is not present.

3.8.1 Practical procedures for accomplishing these requirements will be at the discretion of each MoDOT District
General Services and the Supplier.

Unless authorized by the ordering facility at the time of the order, the fuel must be delivered during the normal business
hours of 7:30 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.

Suppliers may be permitted to deliver fuel to a facility not scheduled for delivery. Suppliers must meet the following
requirements:

(1) Supplier must have advanced approval from a local MoDOT representative.
(2) Supplier must deliver the ordered amount to the original scheduled facility.
(3) Supplier must deliver a minimum of twenty-five percent (25%) of the total tank capacity.

Prior to fueling, the Supplier shall determine that the fuel tank system is capable of holding the volume of fuel being
delivered and the appropriate delivery method, such as transport or smaller tankers.

3.11.1 Transport truck deliveries will only be accepted at the District Headquarters, if permitted by the General Services
Division.
Fuel metering devices must be utilized to provide accurate delivery quantities and must be located on the delivery truck.
Delivery ticket/invoice must be presented at the time of delivery. Bill of lading/metered quantity may be transferred to the

delivery ticket by hand at the time of delivery. Bill of lading must also be attached to the delivery ticket. MoDOT will pay
only for the actual amount of fuel being delivered as shown on the delivery vehicle’s metering device or the bill of lading.

Supplier must not blend fuel in MoDOT’s fuel storage tanks. Any blending and/or splash blending must be done prior to
delivery.

All fuel must be formulated for use in motor vehicles and meet the requirements of the attached specifications. Fuel shall
meet the enclosed MoDOT specifications designated as the following:

a. Diesel Fuel - MGS-03-02B.

b. B20 Diesel Blend - MGS-03-01E.

¢. Unleaded — Must be in accordance with the State of Missouri regulations American Society for Testing and Materials
(ASTM) D4814 and its latest revisions.

d. E85 - Must be in accordance with the State of Missouri regulations American Society for Testing and Materials
(ASTM) D5798 and its latest revisions.

It will be the responsibility of the supplier to certify the fuel fully complies with the specification requirements, prior to
dumping in MoDOT tanks.

a. Inthe event a supplier does not furnish certification when asked, MoDOT reserves the right to refuse delivery and
obtain fuel from another supplier.

All B100 fuel must be from BQ9000 approved manufacturers. All supplier(s) shall submit a copy of the latest BQ9000
certificate to MoDOT’s Central Office General Services Procurement Division. This certificate shall indicate the date and
location of manufacturer. A current list of BQ9000 accredited producers can be found at http://www.bg-

5. Sampling
5.1 The supplier shall be responsible for the fuel in MoDOT’s tanks upon inception of the contract.

Supplier may, at their own expense, take a baseline sample of the fuel in MoDOT’s tanks to determine the fuel quality and
any fuel deficiency.

a. A baseline sample must be taken between the Notice of Award thru the effective contract date.

b. Supplier must set up an appointment with the corresponding maintenance facility.

c. A MoDOT representative must be present at the appointment to observe the pulling of the sample and to take a
duplicate sample.

d. The baseline sample must be tested for Water and Sediment, percent of Biodiesel, Distillation, Gravity, Cetane, Sulfur,
Flash Point and Cloud Point.

e. All samples must be tested by a lab capable of running ASTM referee tests methods for petroleum products and must
meet the Missouri Fuel Standards and MoDOT fuel specifications.

f. The Supplier must submit the test results to the Buyer of Record within 2 weeks from the date the sample was pulled
along with a recommendation on the course of actions that should be taken.

I. If the results indicate a deficiency, MoDOT may take whatever steps necessary to clean the tank.

Il. 1f MoDOT decides not to correct a deficiency, MoDOT will become liable for any cases of hon-performing fuel
until the tank is clean.

I11.  Once a tank is thoroughly cleaned, the supplier will become responsible for any non-performing fuel. If
requested, the Supplier may perform another baseline sample to verify fuel quality.

If the supplier chooses not to take a baseline sample of MoDOT’s fuel, then the supplier will assume responsibility and
become liable for any cases of non-performing fuel.

MoDOT reserves the right to take samples of fuel from the supplier’s delivery truck at the time of delivery or directly from
the tank for the purpose of compliance.

a. All fuel deliveries are subject to testing by a lab capable of running ASTM referee tests methods for petroleum
products to determine acceptability. If fuel is contaminated or does not comply with specifications, all costs for testing
shall be paid by the supplier.

Suppliers may sample MoDOT’s fuel at any time, but must coordinate with a local MoDOT representative, who must be
present at the time of sample.

Fuel can be rejected at any MoDOT facility by visual inspection when a MoDOT representative has reason to believe the
fuel does not meet specification and/or may cause damage to MoDOT vehicles or equipment. A sample will be taken and
sent off to a lab capable of running ASTM referee tests methods for petroleum products. All deliveries will be halted until
further testing is done.

a. If the fuel is found unacceptable, MoDOT will not be responsible for paying for the fuel dispensed prior to the visual

inspection, nor will they be responsible for acceptance or payment of the fuel on the delivery truck at that time. Any
fuel dispensed prior to the testing shall be subject to removal by the supplier at no cost to MoDOT.

Notification will be given to the supplier when fuel is found unacceptable.

6. Environmental

The supplier shall perform all deliveries to facilities in a safe and professional manner. The supplier’s equipment shall be in
good working order and all personnel shall be trained in safety measures to prevent accidents from occurring.

The Supplier must provide systems necessary to prevent spills and overfills from occurring during the product transfer.

a. The Supplier will be responsible for cleaning up any spill in accordance with state and federal environmental
regulations.

b. The supplier must prevent spill from reaching streets, catch basins or other drainage structures during transfers.
6.3 A Supplier’s delivery truck operator must be present during delivery and take an active part in the prevention of spills. The
fuel truck operator will take immediate action to stop the flow of product when the working capacity of the tank has been

reached or when an emergency or spill occurs.

6.4 Prior to transfer of product and departure of the delivery truck, the delivery truck operator shall examine the lowermost
drain and all outlets for leakage. If necessary, tighten, adjust or replace to prevent any fuel from leaking.

Liguidated Damages

7.1 The supplier shall agree and understand that providing fuel in accordance with the requirements stated herein is considered
critical to the efficient operations of MoDOT. However, since the amount of actual damages would be difficult to establish
in the event the supplier fails to comply, the supplier shall agree and understand that the amount identified below as
liquidated damages shall be reasonable and fair under the circumstances.

7.2 The supplier shall agree and understand that all assessments of liquidated damages shall be within the discretion of MoDOT
and shall be in addition to, not in lieu of, the rights of MoDOT to pursue other appropriate remedies. The contractor shall
understand and agree that this decision shall be final and without recourse.

7.3 The contractor shall understand that the liquidated damages described herein shall not be construed as a penalty.
7.4 A demonstrated inability to perform the requirements stated herein may result in suspension or debarment.

7.5 The liquidated damages shall either be deducted from the total amount due the supplier or paid by the supplier as a direct
payment to MoDOT, at the sole discretion of MoDOT.

7.6 Performance:

7.6.1 In the event the fuel fails to perform and causes immediate suspension of MoDOT’s operations, the supplier must
respond within six (6) hours to rectify the problem.

7.6.2 In the event the contractor fails to provide fuel in accordance with the performance requirements specified herein,
the contractor shall agree and understand that MoDOT shall solely determine which of the following percentages of
deduction shall be assessed against the contractor for the contractor’s noncompliance, and/or required replacement
of fuel to full tank capacity.

7.6.3 The contractor shall agree and understand the following table of deductions is cumulative, not to exceed 50%. In
the event more than one parameter is out of specification (sulfur content, percent biodiesel, flash point, and cloud
point) the sum of the percentages shall be assessed against the contractor for noncompliance. Percentages are based
upon tank capacity of the delivery location multiplied by OPIS pricing plus supplier margin for date of supplier
notification. For example, on a 2000 gallon tank with a 15% deduction:

Liquidated Damage Amount = 2000 gallons * 0.15 * (OPIS pricing + Supplier Margin)

Deduction Rate Table
Sulfur Content: 20%
Biodiesel Content: 15%
Flash Point: 20%
Cloud Point: 20%

7.6.4 The contractor shall agree and understand that in the event multiple loads in a contract year are determined not to
comply with the contractual and/or performance requirements, MoDOT reserves the right to increase the
percentages listed above.

7.6.5 The supplier shall be responsible for the disposal of any non-compliant fuel and thoroughly cleaning the fuel tank.
Once the tank is deemed clean, acceptable and free of contaminants, the supplier will be allowed to refill the tank
with acceptable fuel.

a. Any supplier who does not clean the contaminated fuel from the tank within five (5) business days from
notification will be assessed a $200/day fee beginning on the sixth day and for every day the tank remains
idle up to and including the day the tank is refilled.

b. The $200/day fee will be waived if the supplier provides a portable tank with performing fuel to use until
MoDOT’s tank is cleansed and operational.

7.7 Delivery:

7.7.1 In the event the supplier fails to deliver fuel in accordance with the terms and conditions stated herein, the supplier
shall be assessed liquidated damages in the amount of $200 per day for each location for each delinquent day.

a. For an order placed prior to 8:30 a.m. on a given day, the next business day would be considered as the first
calendar day for the delivery.

b. For an order placed after 8:30 a.m. on a given day, the second business day following would be considered
as the first calendar day for delivery.

7.7.2 Should the vendor fail to deliver in accordance with the terms specified herein, MoDOT may, after notifying the
vendor, purchase an acceptable product on the open market.

7.7.3 Nothing in the contract shall be construed as to relieve the supplier from responsibilities for delivery or the
assessment of liquidated damages thereof.

It will be the sole responsibility of MoDOT to keep accurate levels of fuel tanks. All maintenance facilities should fax or
call in orders when necessary.

Suppliers should provide MoDOT with contact information for placing orders during normal business hours and for after
hours emergencies.

Suppliers must not accept orders for specific blend requirements from the maintenance facilities, unless they have prior
written authorization from the District General Services Manager, or authorized MoDOT personnel. If a supplier accepts
these orders, they will become liable for the additional expense.

MoDOT intends to establish an agreement whereby the purchase price per gallon of fuel can be directly reconciled to the
published OPIS prices FOB Terminal(s) in ct/gallons for biodiesel, diesel, unleaded, and ethanol.

The contract base prices will be based on OPIS as published daily by UCG, 11300 Rockville Pike, Suite 1100, Rockville,
MD 20852-3030. MoDOT’s OPIS representative is Tim Hawk. He will be able to set up suppliers with their own account
and subscription.

Any supplier that submits pricing to OPIS to establish rack average prices for any of the cities stated herein will not be
permitted to submit a bid on the corresponding Districts during the contract period.

supplier for exact terminals to subscribe to and which product description will be used in relation to the fuel type being
purchased.

Suppliers are prohibited from charging Federal Excise Taxes, which is consistent with IRS Publication 378,
which indicates if undyed diesel fuel is used by a state, the registered ultimate supplier must make the claim.

9.5.1 Taxes and fees are subject to governmental change. It is the responsibility of the supplier to notify their respective
district office of such change.

In the event a clerical mathematical mistake is found during tabulation, allowance will be made for correction by MoDOT to
determine accurate evaluation numbers. However, no allowance will be made for changes to the margin prices.

The margin price for each type of fuel used shall consist of all expenses, including, but not limited to, blending fees,
additives, state taxes/fees and other fuel compositions for meeting the required specifications.

MoDOT reserves the right to change its OPIS benchmark pricing when 1) it is found that other pricing is more comparable
to the local market, and 2) to adjust to any change in industry reflection of fuel descriptions.

The Closing Average (last Rack Average of the day) from the prior day will be used for pricing on the actual delivered days.
For example, The Closing Average at 6:00 p.m. on Wednesday, September 16, 2009 will be used for delivery prices on
Thursday, September 17, 2009.

a. MoDOT will use pricing that is published Monday thru Saturday. In the event OPIS does not publish pricing due to a
Federal Holiday, the latest published pricing will be used.

The Supplier shall be responsible for filing all necessary claims for tax refunds.

LATE DELIVERIES. In reference to late deliveries, in which liquidated damages are assessed, pricing will be based on the
price posted on the original day of delivery or any day between date of order and actual date of delivery, whichever is less.

a. No provision in the contract shall be construed, expressly or implied, as a waiver by the MHTC of any existing or future right and/or remedy available

by law in the event of any claim by the MHTC of the Contractor's default or breach of contract.

b. The Contractor agrees and understands that the contract shall constitute an assignment by the Contractor to the MHTC of all rights, title and interest
in and to all causes of action that the Contractor may have under the antitrust laws of the United States or State of Missouri for which causes of action
have accrued or will accrue as the result of or in relation to the particular equipment, supplies, and/or services purchased or produced by the

Cancellation of Contract

a. The MHTC may cancel the contract at any time for a material breach of contractual obligations or for convenience by providing the Contractor with
written notice of cancellation. Should the MHTC exercise its right to cancel the contract for such reasons, cancellation will become effective upon the
date specified in the notice of cancellation sent to the Contractor.

b.  If the MHTC cancels the contract for breach, the MHTC reserves the right to obtain the equipment, supplies, and/or services to be provided pursuant
to the contract from other sources and upon such terms and in such manner as the MHTC deems appropriate and charge the Contractor for any
additional costs incurred thereby.

Bankruptcy or Insolvency

Inventions, Patents, and Copyrights

Warranty

a. The Contractor expressly warrants that all equipment, supplies, and/or services provided shall: (1) conform to each and every specification, drawing,
sample or other description which was furnished to or adopted by MoDOT, (2) be fit and sufficient for the purpose expressed in the solicitation
documents, (3) be merchantable, (4) be of good materials and workmanship, and (5) be free from defect.

b.  Such warranty shall survive delivery and shall not be deemed waived either by reason of the MHTC’s acceptance of or payment for said equipment,
supplies, and/or services.

Status of Independent Contractor
