Subsections 614.12 and 614.13 have a lot of info about bar grates, but no info on curved vane grates or curb inlets.  What are the applicable material and construction items?  How about an informational construction item pointing out that correct orientation of a curved vane grate to the water flow is absolutely critical? (This can be a safety issue if large quantities of stormwater flow over incorrectly oriented curved vane grates and causes significant roadway flooding at the low point inlet.) How about stating curb inlets shall be used at all low points?  (This again can be a safety issue since clogging of grates is especially critical at low points and is an often overlooked design and construction detail.)  See the attached document for suggested revisions.
